Adgerdir islenskra stjornvalda til pess ad fyrirbyggja ad Corona veiran sem veldur COVID-19
berist med ferdamonnum til landsins. Aframhaldandi strong skilyrdi verda fyrir ferdalogum til
landsins fra 15. mai til og med 15. jani 2020.

e Ollum peim, sem koma til Islands fra 16ndum sem skilgreind eru af séttvarnalaekni sem
ahaettusveedi, er skylt ad fara i sottkvi i 14 daga fra komu til landsins. Séttvarnalaeknir skal
reglulega endurmeta hvada 16nd og svadi teljist ahettusvedi, s.s. med hlidsjon af
skilgreiningu alpjodastofnana.

e Samkvemt akvordun sottvarnarleknis teljast Faereyjar og Granland ekki lengur til
ahaettusvaeda. Einstaklingar sem komid hafa til Islands fra Fereyjum eda Granlandi 4 sl.
14 dogum purfa pvi ekki lengur ad vera i séttkvi vid komuna til landsins. Hins vegar purfa
einstaklingar sem ferdast til {slands um Fereyjar eda Granland 4 leid fra 6drum 16ndum
sem enn teljast til ahaettusvaeda samt sem adur ad vera i sottkvi eftir komu hingad til lands,
par til 14 dagar eru lidnir frd pvi ad peir yfirgafu dhettusvaedi.

e Ferdamenn skulu dvelja i husnadi sem uppfyllir skilyrdi um hasnadi sem hentar fyrir
sottkvi og bera peir sjalfir gisti- og uppihaldskostnad medan a sottkvi stendur enda hafi
peir komid sjalfviljugir hingad til lands pratt fyrir krofu stjornvalda um sottkvi.

e Flugfarpegar skulu fylla ut Passenger Locator form (PLF for aircrafts) fyrir komu til
landsins.

e Farpegar um bord i farpegaskipum og ferjum skulu fylla Gt Passenger/crew locator form
(PLF for ships).

e Flytjendur farpega eru gerdir abyrgir fyrir pvi ad allir farpegar fylli ut videigandi form fyrir
komu til landsins.

o Loggasluyfirvold 4 landmaerastodvum taka vid forminu og yfirfara pad dsamt pvi ad
upplysa farpega um krofur um sottkvi.

Announcement regarding requirement that everyone arriving into Iceland from risk areas
will be subject to mandatory self-quarantine for 14 days due to COVID-19. Faroe Islands
and Greenland no longer considered risk areas.

Enska

Governmental measures aiming to prevent the coronavirus causing COVID-19 from being carried
by travelers to Iceland. Please note that, there will be strict conditions for traveling to the country
from 15 May through 15 June 2020.

e All passengers traveling to Iceland, from an area defined as risk by the Chief
Epidemiologist, will be subject to mandatory self-quarantine for 14 days upon arrival. The
Chief Epidemiologist shall regularly revalue which countries and areas are defined as risk
having taken into consideration information from international organisations such as WHO
and ECDC.

e The Chief Epidemiologist has determined that the Faroe Islands and Greenland are no
longer considered as high-risk areas. Those who have arrived in Iceland in the past 14 days
from the Faroe Islands or Greenland no longer need to remain in quarantine upon arrival
to Iceland. However, individuals who travel to Iceland with layover in the Faroe Islands or
Greenland but who have been in other countries still considered risk areas within the 14
days prior to arrival in Iceland, must enter quarantine on arrival in Iceland until 14 days
after they left the risk area.

e Travelers will be required to quarantine at designated places (home or other
accommodation) and they are responsible for their own expenses during the quarantine,
including housing and living expenses, as they have traveled to the country voluntarily
despite the governments quarantine requirements.

e Airline passengers are required to complete Passenger Locator form (PLF for aircrafts)
before arrival.



Passengers on cruise ships and ferries are required to complete Passenger/crew locator
form (PLF for ships).

Aircraft and ship operators are responsbile for all passengers to complete the appropriate
form prior to arrival.

A completed PLF must be presented to law enforcement authorities at border points for
review upon arrival. Travelers will simultanously be informed about the quarantine
requirements.

Law enforcement authorities at border points register the information in the database of
the contact-tracing team of the Civil Protection and Emergency Management.

Border control at the internal borders will be extended according to the decision of the
Ministry of Justice until 15 June 2020.

It must be ensured that quarantine requirements have been presented securely to travelers
that have already booked tickets to Iceland. The requirements should also be available for
all travelers booking tickets to Iceland, including on booking sites, from the day the
quarantine requirements enter into force.
